Bar Rules  (as submitted to Licensing Authority February 2007)
1.Tennis Playing Guests

Members may introduce guests to play tennis, but not more than 3 at any one time.

The same person may not be admitted as a guest on more than 3 occasions in any 12-month period.

The member and guest(s) must sign the Visitors’ Book in the clubhouse.

Fees are £3 for seniors and £1 for Under 18s. Monies should be placed in the box in the entrance hall BEFORE play.

The member must accompany the guests while on club premises and be responsible for ensuring that club rules are observed.

Tennis playing guests may purchase refreshments from the bar.

2. Non-playing Guests

Members may introduce non-playing guests, subject to the same signing-in and numbers/timing provisions as apply to tennis playing guests, but no fee is payable.
Non-playing guests may purchase refreshments from the bar

No person whose membership application has been rejected or whose membership has ceased or been suspended in the previous 12 months shall be admitted as a Guest.

3. Members of (L.T.A.) Affiliated Clubs and other visiting Societies/Clubs
Members of (L.T.A.) Affiliated Clubs, members of visiting sports teams, and members of visiting societies and clubs shall be admitted to the Club as “Associate Members”. Associate Members and their guests may purchase refreshments from the bar.

4. Non-Members

Non-Members may purchase refreshments from the bar in the following circumstances:
(a) When attending the club in the course of legitimate club business.

(b) When attending a function authorised by the management committee provided that the function is booked by a member for an event of a private nature e.g. anniversaries, birthdays.

5. No “off” sales will be made to any person other than a club member.

6. No intoxicating liquor can be supplied to any person under the age of 18.

7. Accompanied juniors will be admitted to the bar area only until 9pm except where they have been selected to play for senior teams, or are attending a function.

8. Only those members elected to the General Committee of the Club may arrange to purchase intoxicating liquor on behalf of the Club.

9. A copy of the Memorandum and Articles of Association of the Club, and the latest annual accounts are kept behind the bar.

10. Licensing Hours – Normal Hours:
Monday - Saturday: 
11.00 - 23.00 (except Good Friday: 12.00-22.30)

Sunday: 

12.00 - 23.00

Christmas Day: 
12.00 - 15.00

Drinking up time of 20minutes is allowed. The premises must be vacated by 24.00.

Extended Hours:
The bar is permitted to open for one additional hour on twelve occasions in each calendar year. A log must be kept of these occasions and the premises vacated half an hour after Licensing Hours. Authorised “Regulated Entertainment” may also operate on these 12 occasions. Other conditions apply and each event host/organiser must make him/herself familiar with the requirements.
